Election last Thursday in Seattle that resulted in millions of dollars in savings for

taxpayers. Favorable market conditions, coupled with the district's strong Aa3 Christian Aid Center Friday
underlying credit rating, generated robust interest from investors.

extremely low borrowing amount, shaving over two years off of bond payments,
saving taxpayers over $13.4M in interest payments over the life of the bonds.
